Parking
There still appears to be the option of a few extra spaces in Addison Road and Meadow Road. Mark has asked nearby residents about the possibility of more parking in Meadow Road and has received no objections. Not clear how parking will eventually be allocated in Meadow Road, and there seems to be no need for a loading area as signed. Jonathan will contact Cllr Barnett-Ward for clarification.
No further progress on whether residents who have off-road parking without visitor spaces should be allowed visitor permits.
Other council matters
None to report. Mark asked about Bell Tower’s general approach to planning applications – David and Jonathan clarified that we do not usually comment on applications outside our area but might encourage residents to comment on important developments.
Copyright claim
